· Math presentation (Mr. Samuels)- Mr. Samuels will present information from a recent district math training.  

 Standards for math were discussed, and student’s accessibility to different levels of math.  High achieving students were exposed to higher levels of math and problem solving versus lower achieving students were exposed to remedial math strategies with less access to problem solving.  The committee worked several examples illustrating the importance of problem solving in all levels of achievement.  Ms. Baker also attended the workshop as an administrator. Hartley won the centers “Math Chopped Challenge”.  
· Principal’s Report & School Happenings (Dr. Goricki)- Progress toward school goals (iReady- FSA correlation), school security, summer projects, March events.

1. Progress towards school goals.  Ms. Baker and Mr. Samuels have been analyzing data from iReady assessments to determine iReady-FSA correlation and predict student success. 
2. Security Update: March 4th installed a cellular booster to aide in cellular reception. Expected to be completed by tomorrow.  By the end of the year door access control will be installed, swipe cards added for classroom door locks, additional perimeter fencing, and increased height of the Kindergarten playground.
