Ms. Applequist reviewed the school improvement goals for this year:

School Improvement Goals for 2021-2022

· ELA Goal

· The ELA Learning gains for the lowest 25% of students dropped from 42% in 2019 to 32% in 2021.  By 2022 we would like to increase the ELA Learning gains to 50%.

· Math Goal

· Math Learning Gains for the Lowest 25% of students dropped from 63% in 2019 to 58% on the 2021 FSA.  On the 2022 FSA Math the math learning gains for the lowest 25% will increase by 2% to 60%.

· Culture and Environment Goal

· Hartley is focusing on students being helpful and kind as well as implementing a school-wide behavior plan.  The number of referrals in 2020-2021 shows that students and teachers would benefit from a school-wide behavior plan. We would like to design and implement a rewards program for students being helpful and kind and also develop a behavior plan with schoolwide actions and consequences.

· ESSA Subgroup goal

· For the SWD ESSA subgroup we would like to increase the learning gains of the lowest 25% in ELA to 50% and increase the learning gains of the lowest 25% in Math to 60%.

· The Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) is a Federal law that requires states to report student performance data at the subgroup level. There are 10 total subgroups.

· In the same way we get a school grade, ESSA gives us a school grade for just students in a subgroup. For example, ESSA takes just our students with disabilities and does a school grade calculation, as if our entire school was just this group of students.  We can then compare the performance each subgroup to the whole school grade or other subgroups.

Cat Growick asked the question, “How are these percentages calculated?”.  Amber Kerly provided a response that percentages are based on various testing conducted throughout the school year.

Beginning in February, the school will open-up for in-person SAC meetings.  Virtual meetings will still be available as well.  Also to note, parking is not permitted in front of school so it is advised in-person participants arrive after 3:10P.
